Dear Friend of Jesus King of All Nations, 
 

 Jesus King of All Nations revealed that 
His Devotion is to be a companion devotion 
to that of the Sacred Heart. In the Image of 
Jesus King we see Him extremely vulner-
able, with His arms spread wide and His 
wounded heart exposed 
pouring His merciful 
blood and water onto our 
heartsick world.  

 
Pope Benedict XVI said that by 

knowing the heart of Jesus, Chris-
tians can know the love that God 
has for every man and woman. He 
said, “In biblical language, ‘heart’ 
indicates a person’s center, seat of 
his feelings and intentions. In the 
heart of the Redeemer we adore 
God’s love of humanity, His will of 
universal salvation, His infinite 
mercy. Worship of the Sacred Heart 
of Jesus means worship of that heart which, after having 
loved us to the end, was pierced by the spear, and from 
the Cross on high, shed blood and water, inexhaustible 
source of new life.” 

 
 We have forgotten how to be vulnerable, how to open 

our hearts and how to live and love from them like chil-

dren as Jesus did. He said,  “ ‘I assure you that whoever 
does not accept the reign of God like a little child shall 
not take part in it.’  Then he embraced them and blessed 
them.”  (Mark 10:15-16).  (See the photo of child-like 
venerators.) 

 
Jesus gives us His Heart and He wants His reign to 

be recognized by the love of our child-like hearts in 
return. We can show our love for Him and help to repair 
for the world's hatred of Him by loving one another from 

our hearts and loving His Mother. 
Modern humanity bypasses the 
heart. We function in a world of 
thoughts from our heads and ac-
tions from our hands. The media 
of misery and our Culture of 
Death influence many thoughts. 
Hate flows from the thoughts of 
many, bypassing their hearts and 
passing through their hands re-
sulting in the terrorist atrocities of 
the world. 
 

Jesus promised those who practice 
His Devotion, “peace in their hearts 
and in their homes.”

Fifth Marian Dogma 
 

  Please join us in respectfully asking our Holy Father, 
Pope Benedict XVI, to proclaim the fifth Marian Dogma 
that Mary is the Spiritual Mother of All Nations and 
Peoples under her three essential aspects as Co-
redemptrix, Mediatrix of All Graces and Advocate.  

 
Jesus King of All Nations asked that this Dogma be 

proclaimed and that we consecrate ourselves to His 
Mother under her title as “Mary, Mediatrix of All Grace.” 
His servant recorded Jesus' words: 

 
My beloved little daughter, your Lord 

and God comes to you to give you a mes-
sage of great importance. I desire that the 
souls who embrace My devotion to 'Jesus 
King of All Nations,' make a special conse-
cration to My Most Holy Mother under her 
title of 'Mary Mediatrix of All Grace,' 
which it has pleased Me in My Great Love 

for her to give her. People MUST acknowl-
edge her indispensable role as the Media-
trix, the Channel, of all of My Grace to 
mankind.  Only when this dogma is offi-
cially proclaimed by My Church will I 
truly establish My Reign on earth!  

 
Our Lady then appeared next to Our Lord and said:  

“Daughter, know that I have obtained this prayer for my 
children from the Heart of my Divine Son.” Jesus then re-
vealed the following Prayer of Consecration to Mary, Me-
diatrix of All Grace: 

  
O Mary, Most Holy and Immaculate 

Mother of God, of Jesus, our Victim-High 
Priest, True Prophet, and Sovereign King, I 
come to you as the Mediatrix of All Grace, 
for that is truly what you are. O Fountain 
of all Grace! O Fairest of Roses! Most Pure 
Spring! Unsullied Channel of all God's 
grace! Receive me, Most Holy Mother! 
Present me and my every need to the Most 
Holy Trinity! That having been made pure 
and holy in His Sight through your hands, 
they may return to me, through you, as 
graces and blessing. I give and consecrate 
myself to you, Mary, Mediatrix of All 
Grace, that Jesus, Our One True Mediator, 
Who is the King of All Nations, may Reign 
in every heart. Amen. 

 
Forty Cardinals and Bishops have also petitioned the 

Pope to proclaim this Dogma. The petition specifies that 
this Dogma would constitute a significant contribution to 
the Church’s mission of ecumenism. It would clearly spec-
ify that the human participation of Mary Most Holy in the 
work of Redemption is completely subordinate and depend-
ent upon the role of Jesus Christ, who alone as our divine 
and human Redeemer could satisfy God’s infinite justice 
and remove the true burden of sin.  

 
The Dogma would specify that Mary is not on a level 

of equality with Jesus Christ, but would rather explain 
her unique cooperation with Jesus in the work of Re-
demption. From the Annunciation to the Crucifixion, Mary 
is the one who accepted to receive the Word made flesh 
within her and then accepted His death on the Cross for our 
salvation. 

   
Moral degeneration, natural disasters and regional wars 

and terrorism increase in our world. We need the “era of 
peace” prophesied by Our Lady of Fatima. The proclama-
tion of the fifth Marian Dogma will help to bring this 
era of peace.

Jesus said, “It is My Most Holy  Will and desire that there be a medal struck according to the likeness 
of me you have seen. I promise to offer the precious grace of final perseverance to every soul who will 

faithfully embrace this devotion.” 
 

Jesus is on the front side of the medal. He appeared crowned in majesty. He stood 
with arms outstretched, grasping a large golden scepter of mercy in His right hand. 
His left hand was open in a gesture of mercy. Rays of light which symbolize His mer-
ciful graces shone from the wounds in His hands and fell on a large earth globe below 
His Sacred Heart. 

 
St. Michael the Archangel is on the reverse side of the medal. St. Michael appeared in 
flight enveloped in glory with a fiery sword in his right hand raised above his head. 
His left hand held a pair of scales over the earth representing justice. To the right of 
St. Michael above his head appeared the Sacred Host with the letters “HIS” and a 
small cross above. “HIS” is the monogram derived from the Greek word for Jesus. 
Drops of the Most Precious Blood dripped from the Sacred Host into a chalice below 
and from it upon the globe.

Petition to His Holiness Pope Benedict XVI

Your Holiness: 

 
In a spirit of filial love and obedience, we the undersigned, as members of the People of God, wish to humbly 

bring before you our petition and prayer for the solemn papal definition of the revealed role of Mary most holy 
as the Spiritual Mother of all peoples under its three principal aspects as Co-redemptrix, Mediatrix of all graces, 
and Advocate. 

We firmly believe, Holy Father, that the solemn papal declaration of the Blessed Virgin Mary as the Spiritual 
Mother of all humanity in her roles which God has given her as Co-redemptrix, Mediatrix of all graces, and Ad-
vocate will bring great graces to the Church and the world by an explicit solemn recognition of her maternal role 
on the part of the Church, and thus allowing her to exercise fully the motherly gift which Jesus Christ gave to 
humanity from the Cross: "Woman, behold, your son!… Behold, your mother!" (Jn. 19:26-27). We believe that 
this dogmatic proclamation will also further the authentic ecumenical mission of the Church by proclaiming the 
revealed truth about Mary, who collaborated in an altogether unique way in the work of our redemption in a 
manner that was completely subordinate to and dependent upon Jesus Christ, the one divine Redeemer of the 
human race. 

In view of the many serious crises presently facing the entire human family, including war, terrorism, moral 
decline, and natural disaster, we humbly request that you solemnly declare the dogma of Mary as the Spiritual 
Mother all peoples, specifying that she is the Co-redemptrix, Mediatrix of all graces, and Advocate, and thus to 
provide for the full actuality of her motherly roles of intercession for humanity, which we believe will effect a 
profound historic and continuing grace for the Church and for the world. 
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
