Rays of light which symbolize His merciful graces
shone from the wounds in His hands and fell on a large earth globe
below His Sacred Heart.

St. Michael the Archangel is on the reverse side of the medal. St. Mi-
chael appeared in flight enveloped in glory with a fiery sword in his
right hand raised above his head. His left hand held a pair of scales
over the earth representing justice. To the right of St. Michael above
his head appeared the Sacred Host with the letters “IHS” and a
small cross above. “IHS” is the monogram derived from the Greek word for Jesus. Drops of the
Most Precious Blood dripped from the Sacred Host into a chalice below and from it upon the globe.
